ARIS - ACER’s REMIT Information System 
Reports, reported data files, transaction reports - electronic documents - files containing details of the transaction(s) reported to ACER, prepared in accordance with the requirements of the REMIT Implementing Regulation and the ACER documentation provided to the Agency pursuant to Article 8 of REMIT
ARIS return receipts - files issued by ACER's REMIT Information System containing information on the status (accepted/rejected) of data files provided to ACER on the basis of Article 8 of REMIT
BGH Information System - the system(s) used by BGH to provide the services subject to the Agreement
PREAMBLE
Pursuant to Article 7 of REMIT, ACER shall monitor trading activity in wholesale energy products to detect and prevent trading based on inside information, market manipulation or attempts thereof. The monitoring shall be performed by ACER, in close cooperation with the national regulatory authorities, based on the data collected for assessing and monitoring wholesale energy markets as provided for in Article 8 of REMIT.
Pursuant to Article 8 of REMIT, Market Participants, or a person or an entity listed in points (b) to (f) of paragraph 4 on their behalf, shall provide the Agency with a record of wholesale energy market transactions, including orders to trade. 
 While overall responsibility lies with market participants, once the required information is received from a person or authority listed in points (b) to (f) of paragraph 4, the reporting obligation on the market participant in question shall be considered to be fulfilled. 
Pursuant to Article 8(1a), point (a) of REMIT, reporting data of transactions on the wholesale energy market, including orders to trade, that are entered into, concluded or executed at OMPs, those OMPs, or third parties on their behalf, shall make available to the Agency data relating to the order book, in accordance with the specifications set out in the Implementing Regulation (EU) No 1348/2014, thereby fulfilling on behalf of market participants their obligations pursuant to paragraph 1 of Article 8 of REMIT.
The information referred to in Article 8 shall be provided to the Agency through RRMs within the meaning or Article 2(16) of REMIT, duly authorised in line with Article 9a of REMIT.
As an operator of a trading platform for natural gas trading on the basis of Decision No. 09/29.11.2019 of the EWRC and operator of short-term and long-term markets, Balkan Gas Hub EAD is an organised market place within the meaning of Article 2(20) of REMIT. 
The purpose of this Agreement is to govern the relationship between the MP and BGH in relation to the reporting of transaction data, including orders to trade, which transactions are entered into, concluded or executed on the BGH OMP and to enable the MP to meet its obligations under Article 8 of REMIT in respect of data for wholesale energy market transactions concluded or executed outside the BGH OMP. 
On the basis of the aforementioned, BGH and the Market Participant aim to enter into a reporting agreement for the purposes of Articles 8(1) and 8(1a) of Regulation (EU) No 1227/2011, setting out the respective rights and obligations and any services to be performed, and hereby agree to the following:
1. SUBJECT
The Parties hereby agree that BGH shall provide to the Agency all data subject to reporting regarding the MP’s trading on the BGH OMP on behalf of the MP in accordance with the provisions and conditions of Article 8(1a) of REMIT, the REMIT IR, the Agency Documentation and this Agreement. 
The MP shall be able to provide to BGH data on transactions concluded or executed outside the BGH OMP for reporting to the Agency in accordance with the terms and conditions of Article 8 of REMIT, the REMIT IR, the Agency Documentation and this Agreement.
The REMIT reporting services offered by BGH pursuant to the terms and conditions of this Agreement shall be provided on a fee-for-service basis in accordance with BGH's fees for reporting services. 
The “Service for reporting of Trade Data on MP’s transactions on BGH OMP”, provides information flow management with the Agency, including MP access to ARIS return receipts issued by the Agency, as well as access to the reports sent by BGH to the Agency on behalf of the MP. BGH shall prepare and submit to the Agency the reports containing the information about the transactions, including orders to trade, that are entered into, concluded or executed at the BGH Market.
The “Service for reporting of Trade Data on MP’s transactions concluded outside the BGH OMP” provides information flow management with the Agency, including MP access to ARIS return receipts issued by the Agency, as well as access to the reports sent by BGH to the Agency on behalf of the MP. BGH shall prepare and submit to the Agency reports containing the information provided by the MP to BGH through the Templates filled with data on the MP's transactions concluded outside the BGH Market, if the MP uses this service.
2. DATA TO BE REPORTED 
2.1. Trade Data on MP's transactions on BGH OMP
BGH shall report the following data on transactions concluded by MP of BGH OMP:
i. Standard contracts concluded or administered via BGH OMP for natural gas supply;
ii. Non-standard contracts concluded or administered via BGH OMP for natural gas supply;
iii. Matched and unmatched orders to trade placed on BGH OMP;
iv. Lifecycle data, where such lifecycle event is concluded at the BGH OMP 

(hereinafter together the “Trade Data”).
2.2. Trade Data on MP's transactions concluded outside BGH OMP
Upon MP request, BGH shall report the following data on transactions concluded by the MP outside the BGH OMP, provided by the MP through a predefined by BGH Template:
i. Standard natural gas supply contracts;
ii. Non-standard natural gas supply contracts;
iii. Lifecycle data for a lifecycle event under a natural gas supply contract; 
(hereinafter together the “Trade Data”).
3. TIMING OF REPORTING 
3.1. The Trade Data on transactions and orders to trade executed on the BGH OMP shall be reported by BGH to the Agency within the timeline specified in the REMIT IR for the relevant type of reported data, without any further authorisation or conciliation by the MP. 
3.1.1. Data on standard contracts and orders to trade for BGH OMP, including for auctions, shall be reported as soon as possible but no later than the working day following the conclusion, modification, termination of the contract or placement, modification, termination of the order.
3.1.2. Data on non-standard contracts for BGH OMP including any modification or the termination of the contract and transactions, shall be reported no later than one month following the conclusion, modification or termination of the contract.
3.2. Data on transactions concluded outside the BGH Market, including any modification or termination of a contract and/or transaction, shall be reported by BGH to the Agency, within one working day, upon receipt of correct and complete Template filled-in by the MP and compatible for collecting, handling and processing by the Agency's REMIT Information System.
BGH shall use reasonable endeavours to send to the Agency the received data, if possible, within the timeline set out in the REMIT IR, provided that it has received the relevant data from the MP correctly and in full within a timeline allowing compliance with the timing set out in the REMIT IR.
4. REPORTING SERVICES
4.1. Reporting to the Agency of Trade Data on MP’s transactions on BGH OMP
BGH shall provide the MP with reporting services to the Agency for transactions resulting from MP’s participation on the BGH OMP. Such data shall be automatically extracted from BGH Information System, including the Trading Platform.
Relevant Trade Data shall be provided to the Agency by BGH, either directly or through a third party that shall be duly authorised by the Agency as an RRM.
The reporting service shall comply with the requirements of REMIT, REMIT IR and Agency’s procedures, standards and electronic formats set in accordance with Article 10(3) of REMIT IR.
BGH undertakes the obligation to report the Trade Data that BGH possesses, as prescribed in Article 2, about the trading of the MP on the BGH OMP within the Timing of Reporting and in the form as stipulated in the REMIT IR. 
BGH shall prepare and provide details on the trading of the MP on the BGH OMP into an electronic format (XML files) compatible for collecting, handling and processing by the Agency’s REMIT Information System in line with the requirements of the Agency, through the interfaces and within the timeline as specified and prescribed in the REMIT IR and the Agency Documentation.
BGH shall be responsible for any default occurring in the creation of the report files or in the process of the submission of those report files to the Agency, unless such default is attributable to a delay, mistake or any other kind of default of the MP in performing its duties under this Agreement.
BGH shall ensure that when submitting information to the Agency or the respective NRA on behalf of the MP, the MP shall be identified by its ACER Code, received as a result of its registration in accordance with Article 9 of Regulation (EU) No 1227/2011.
4.2 Reporting to the Agency of Trade Data on MP’s transactions concluded outside the BGH OMP
BGH shall provide the MP with reporting services to the Agency for transactions concluded outside the BGH OMP, upon the express request for using the service for each specific instance of requested reporting in the respective month by an authorised representative of the MP, pursuant to this Agreement. 
The data to be reported for each individual transaction shall be provided by the MP to BGH by completing a specific Template predefined by BGH. The MP shall be fully responsible for the truthfulness, accuracy and completeness of the data and for the correct completion and prompt submission of the Templates. 
Relevant Trade Data shall be provided to the Agency by BGH on behalf of the MP, either directly or through a third party that shall be duly authorised by the Agency as an RRM.
The completed Templates submitted by the MP to BGH shall comply with the BGH requirements for completeness and completion prescriptions to enable the information to be sent to the Agency in accordance with the requirements of REMIT, the REMIT IR and the Agency's procedures, standards and electronic formats established in accordance with Article 10(3) of the REMIT IR.
The reporting service shall comply with the requirements of REMIT, REMIT IR and Agency’s procedures, standards and electronic formats set in accordance with Article 10(3) REMIT IR.
BGH shall be obliged to report the Trade Data, as prescribed in Article 2, in the format provided for in the REMIT IR and the Agency's Documentation, within one working day, upon receipt of correct and complete Template filled-in by the MP and compatible for collecting, handling and processing by the Agency's REMIT Information System.
BGH shall use reasonable endeavours to send to the Agency the data received, if possible, within the timeline set out in the REMIT IR, provided that it has received the relevant data from the MP correctly and in full within a timeline allowing compliance with the timing set out in the REMIT IR.
BGH shall use the data provided to prepare and submit to the Agency report files in an electronic format (XML files) compatible for collecting, handling and processing by the Agency’s REMIT Information System in line with the requirements of the Agency, through the interfaces as specified and prescribed in the REMIT IR and the Agency Documentation. 
BGH shall be responsible for any default occurring in the process of submitting those report files to the Agency, unless such default is attributable to a delay, mistake or any other kind of default of the MP in performing its duties under this Agreement.
BGH shall ensure that when submitting information to the Agency or the respective NRA on behalf of the MP, the MP shall be identified by its ACER Code, received as a result of its registration in accordance with Article 9 of Regulation (EU) No 1227/2011.
4.3. Access to the reported data and ARIS return receipts 
In order to enable the MP to monitor the data reporting process performed by BGH on behalf of the MP, BGH shall provide the MP with access to the information reported by BGH to the Agency based on this Agreement. The reported data shall be provided to the MP in unencrypted form, in the XML format established by the Agency, through a dedicated REMIT section in the MP's profile in the BGH Information System, available at the following address: www.balkangashub.bg
Similarly, the MP shall have access to ARIS return receipts issued by the Agency containing information on the status of the reports received.
The MP shall obtain access - username and password, to the BGH Information System as part of its Membership agreement on the BGH OMP. MP, Non-Member to the BGH OMP, shall be granted access and login credentials to the REMIT section of the BGH Information System based on this Agreement. The access to the REMIT section in the MP’s profile shall become available upon the effective date of this Agreement.
Following the receipt of the login credential for access to the BGH Information System, the MP shall be fully responsible for the safe handling of such login username and password in order to protect the secure access to the BGH Information System containing the information related to the data reported under this Agreement. 
For operational purposes, BGH shall designate internal users who shall also have access to the MP's Trade Data - reported data files and ARIS return receipts issued by the Agency.
4.4. Corrective action in case of ARIS data rejection 
ARIS processing of reported data files includes issuing a confirmation of the status of the data received by the Agency. In case of a successful validation and acceptance of the data in ARIS, the system generates and sends a receipt file, which shall be made available to the MP at the REMIT section of BGH Information System. 
In case of a rejection of a report file as a result of the ARIS information validation process, BGH receives a rejection notification which it shall investigate within a reasonable time. 
If the problem is due to an error in the BGH's systems, BGH shall take steps to correct the problem resulting in invalidity or inaccuracy as soon as possible and shall send a corrected file to the Agency. 
If the problem is due to an error and/or incompleteness in the data provided by the MP, and/or resolution of the problem is only possible with the assistance of the MP, then BGH shall inform the MP, and the Parties shall undertake to cooperate, to prepare and send as soon as possible a corrected file to the Agency, possibly within the timeline provided for in the REMIT IR.
5. MARKET PARTICIPANT’S RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS
5.1. MP shall be registered as a market participant with the relevant national regulatory authority on the grounds of Article 9 of REMIT prior to concluding this Agreement. MP shall provide BGH with its ACER Code and the unique market participant identification data listed in Article 17 of this Agreement. MP shall be fully responsible for its registration and for notifying the relevant national regulatory authority of any change to the registration data provided under Article 9 of REMIT. MP shall immediately notify BGH on any changes to its registration details with the NRA if relevant to the reporting process.
5.2. MP shall declare that it is aware of and acknowledges that the BGH Information System is adequate to perform the Services subject to the Agreement.  
5.3. MP shall have its own technological means and information systems adequate for the Services subject to this Agreement which are compatible with the BGH Information System and shall update them as a result of any changes to BGH Information System as necessary.
5.4. MP and BGH shall promptly notify each other for the purpose of ensuring the smooth operation of their information systems in order to take necessary corrective action - of any problem or malfunction of a technical nature, or other event that results or could result in the inability or improper provision of the Service, including the occurrence of events that may compromise the integrity and security of the information systems of both parties (e.g. but not limited to, theft of confidential documents concerning access to the information system or unauthorised access to the offices of the parties where the documentation is stored).
5.5. MP shall promptly request BGH to disable the user profiles or access through user devices and take appropriate action whenever it has reason to believe that unauthorized parties may be acting in bad faith.
5.6. MP shall represent and warrant that all information provided by the MP to BGH, as well as the MP’s details and contact information are up-to date, true and accurate at all times, and BGH shall not be obliged to perform any independent verification of any such information.
5.7. MP shall be entitled to change its own details, including the Contact Persons, by written notice to BGH. 
5.8. MP agrees that it shall provide to BGH any data reasonably requested by BGH that BGH (and any party to whom BGH has delegated any of its obligations under this Agreement in whole or in part, including for this purpose the relevant RRM) does not already have, or could not reasonably be expected to have in its own systems (including, without limitation, the beneficiary entity ID) in due time to allow their reporting to the Agency within the deadline set by the REMIT IR.
5.9. MP shall agree and acknowledge that if it fails to comply with the above obligations and if BGH is unable to report, or secure the reporting of the full scope of the relevant Trade Data as a result, BGH shall attempt to submit the relevant Trade Data in its possession to the Agency or to the relevant RRM so as to enable the available Trade Data to be sent to the Agency within the timeline specified by the REMIT IR. MP shall agree and acknowledge that if the Agency rejects the submitted report as a result of the MP's noncompliance as set forth above, BGH shall not be liable. 
5.10. MP shall maintain confidentiality regarding all devices, accounts, tools and access data set forth in Article 4.3 of this Agreement by using them, or permitting their use by specifically authorized persons, solely for access and activities related to the Services. MP shall be liable in the event of unauthorised access to the Services and BGH's Information System by third parties and shall undertake to indemnify and hold harmless BHG from any claims for damages, costs or expenses (including legal costs) which may arise directly or indirectly, attributable to itself or its employees, as a result of a breach of confidentiality in relation to the devices, information and data referred to in this paragraph.
5.11. MP shall not report to the Agency (either through another RRM or directly) the data reported under this Agreement in order to avoid duplicate reporting and potential rejections of the data provided by the Agency due to duplicate reporting.
6. BGH RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS
6.1. The Service shall be provided by BGH to the MP in accordance with this Agreement. In performing the Service, BGH shall use the ACER code specified by the MP to identify the Market Participant. 
6.2. BGH shall undertake to send the relevant Trade Data which it holds or generates from its systems, or which it can reasonably be expected to hold or generate from its systems, to the Agency or the relevant RRM within a timeframe that allows compliance with the timeline set out in the REMIT IR for the relevant data type, from the date of this Agreement, subject to the terms of Article 2.1.
6.3. With regard to the data reporting service for transactions concluded outside the BGH OMP, BGH shall provide the relevant Trade Data to the Agency or to the relevant RRM, within one working day, upon receipt of correct and complete Template filled-in by the MP and compatible for collecting, handling and processing by the Agency's REMIT Information System.
BGH shall use reasonable endeavours to send to the Agency the data received, if possible, within the timeline set out in the REMIT IR, provided that it has received the relevant data from the MP correctly and in full within a timeline allowing compliance with the timing set out in the REMIT IR.
6.4. BGH shall be obliged to take all reasonable and practicable steps to maintain the operability and technical capacity of its systems at all times by providing the MP with timely notice of planned system unavailability and other information affecting use of or access to the Service. 
6.5. BGH shall inform the MP of any planned material updates to the BGH Information System that have the potential to require changes to the MP's systems.
6.6. BGH shall make available to the MP the data submitted to the Agency as a result of the MP's participation in the BGH OMP, along with ARIS return receipts provided by the Agency.
6.7. BGH shall cooperate with the MP to enable the MP to access the BGH Information System in accordance with the instructions set forth in the Market Rules, BGH Documentation and technical provisions. The activities and provision of the necessary means of access shall be the sole responsibility and expense of the MP.
6.8. BGH shall guarantee the effective and safe exchange and handling of information with the Agency and any third parties used in the reporting process. In particular, BGH shall ensure the security, confidentiality and completeness of the information, the authentication of the source of information and continuity of the Service provided.
6.9. If the performance of reporting activities is interrupted, suspended, delayed or otherwise prevented due to technical problems with the BGH Information System, BGH shall make all reasonable efforts to remedy these problems in order to restore data submission to the Agency as soon as possible. 
6.10. If the MP's access to the reported data and the resulting ARIS return receipts is interrupted, suspended, delayed, or otherwise prevented due to technical problems with the BGH Information System, BGH shall make all reasonable efforts to promptly remedy these problems. If the aforesaid events result from technical problems with the equipment (hardware and software) used by the MP to access the BGH Information System, the MP shall remove, as soon as possible, their causes. BGH and the MP shall, within their respective competences, work together to identify the causes of interruptions, suspensions, delays or malfunctions and to restore the provision of the Service in full as soon as possible. 
6.11. Except where the obligation to provide information arises from laws, regulations or other decisions of the authorities, BGH shall undertake to respect the confidentiality of data provided or related to the activities of the MP within the BGH Information System. 
6.12. Upon request by the Agency or the relevant national regulatory authority for additional information, BGH shall be entitled and authorised to provide the requesting authority with the necessary information if BGH is in possession of it without further authorisation from the MP. 
If BGH is not in possession of such required information, BGH shall forward the request to the MP via email and set a reasonable deadline for answering.
6.13. BGH shall be obliged to indemnify and hold harmless the MP for any damages or costs actually incurred by the MP and imposed as a result of court orders resulting from lawful actions brought by third parties, which are a direct result of gross negligence or wilful misconduct of BGH (or its employees, assistants or associates) in the management and provision of the Service, to the extent that they are in violation of this Agreement.
7. USE OF THIRD-PARTY SERVICES 
BGH shall be entitled to subcontract, appoint and/or utilize a third party service provider and/or any other person for a full or partial performance of the Services thereof (including but not limited to a submission of the Market Participant Trade Data to ACER, utilization of any platform, system, interface or other technology developed by any such third party service provider for such purpose) or for assistance to BGH in provision of the Services hereunder, provided that BGH remains at all times responsible for an overall performance of the Agreement. 
8. FEES, INVOICING AND PAYMENT
8.1. Applicable fees for the provision of the Services are stated in BGH’s Fee Schedule for REMIT Services – Annex No 1 to this Agreement and are available on BGH’s web page. BGH shall invoice the Market Participant and the Market Participant shall pay for the provided Service in accordance with the applicable fees stated in BGH’s Fee Schedule for REMIT Services.
8.2 BGH shall issue invoice on a monthly basis and shall send it to the Market Participant via e-mail.
8.3. All invoices are payable within ten (10) calendar days of the invoice date. If the Market Participant fails to pay the fees due within the defined term, BGH shall charge late-payment interest amounting to the Base Interest Rate plus 10%.
8.4. In case the Market Participant does not pay its fees within ten (10) calendar days from the due date, BGH shall provide a written notice via email for suspension of the Service and shall have the right to suspend temporarily the Service five (5) calendar days after receipt of the written notice by the Market Participant, without being liable to the Market Participant. By all means, suspending of the service shall not affect the Market Participant’s obligation to pay all incurred fees for already provided Services.
8.5. BGH is entitled to change the fees and other provisions of Fee Schedule for REMIT Services with thirty (30) calendar days written notice to the Market Participant. If the change in Fee Schedule for REMIT Services results in higher fees payable by the Market Participant, the Market Participant may terminate this Agreement by sending a termination notice to BGH within ten (10) calendar days as of the date of the initial notice sent by BGH, in which case the termination day shall be the first day of applicability of new Fee Schedule for REMIT Services. This provision does not limit the Market Participant’s right to terminate the Agreement in accordance with Article 13 of this Agreement and the notification periods stipulated within. In case of termination in accordance with this article, the Market Participant shall have no claims against BGH.
8.6. MP shall owe and shall pay to BGH, subject to the terms and conditions of this Section, any fees resulting from Commission Decision (EU) 2020/2152 of 17 December 2020 on fees due to the European Union Agency for the Cooperation of Energy Regulators for collecting, handling, processing and analysing of information reported under Regulation (EU) No 1227/2011 of the European Parliament and of the Council, as amended.
9.  LIABILITY
9.1. BGH shall at all times perform its duties with reasonable care, provided that neither Party shall be required to perform any act contrary to law, rule or regulation. 
9.2. No Party shall be liable for any special, indirect or consequential loss or damage or for any direct or indirect loss of business, profits, anticipated savings or goodwill, save in the case of fraud or wilful misconduct. 
10. FORCE MAJEURE
Neither Party shall be liable for any loss or damage in respect of any failure on its part to perform any of its obligations under the Agreement if a Force Majeure event, proven in accordance with the applicable regulations, prevents the performance of its relevant obligations, nor shall this be deemed a breach of contract by that Party. The obligations of either Party shall be suspended for as long as that Force Majeure event continues.
11.  CONFIDENTIALITY
The provision of data to ACER, a regulatory authority or a court by BGH pursuant to and/or in connection with the terms of this Agreement shall not be considered a breach of confidentiality under any other agreement between BGH and the MP, and in particular including but not limited to the Membership Agreement.
The exchange of information with a regulatory authority in connection with the application of any law, regulation or other decisions of the authorities shall not be considered a breach of confidentiality under this and any other agreement between BGH and the MP.
Any data or information provided by one Party to the other pursuant to this Agreement shall be treated as confidential and may be used by the receiving Party only for the purposes specified in this Agreement and for no other purpose without the prior written consent of the disclosing Party. Any such data or information and any intellectual property rights contained therein shall remain the property of the disclosing Party, and the receiving Party shall have no other rights in such information or data save as set out in this Agreement.
12. BREACH OF THE AGREEMENT
12.1. The MP shall promptly provide a written notice to BGH in the event of any error in the Service or violation of this Agreement and shall allow BGH a reasonable time to remedy the error or violation. The MP shall have no further claims towards BGH in case the error or the breach is remedied with due care within such reasonable remedy period.
12.2. Parties mutually confirm that if BGH is prevented from timely reporting any information to the Agency because of the MP’s failure to timely provide true and accurate necessary information or changes of such information to BGH, regardless of whether BGH explicitly required such information from the MP or not, such omission by BGH to report to the Agency shall not be considered a breach of this Agreement and shall not give rise to any MP’s claims toward BGH.
13. TERM AND TERMINATION
13.1. This Agreement shall enter into force on the date stated at the beginning of this Agreement and shall be valid for an indefinite period of time.
13.2. The Agreement may be terminated at any time upon delivery of a thirty (30) calendar days prior written notice by either Party.
13.3. Notwithstanding the paragraph above, BGH may terminate the Agreement by shorter notice if legal or regulatory changes and new requirements make further provision of the Service by BGH illegal, impossible or economically unjustified. 
13.4. Either Party may terminate the Agreement by a written notice to the other Party if the other Party materially breaches its obligations and such material breach is not cured within ten (10) calendar days after the receipt of the written notice from the default Party. For avoidance of doubt default to fulfil any payment obligation by the MP, shall be deemed a material breach of the Agreement.
13.5. The termination shall not affect any rights or obligations existing at the time of the termination. Any provision of this Agreement which by nature is intended to survive termination shall remain binding until such rights or obligations have been satisfied or released, especially including but not limited to the obligation of confidentiality envisaged in Article 11 of this Agreement. 
13.6. This Agreement shall be automatically terminated upon written notice in the event of the insolvency of the other Party.
14. NOTICES
14.1. Validity
Any notice or other communication in respect of this Agreement may be given in any manner described below to the address or number or e-mail details indicated in Article 17 and shall be deemed effective as indicated:
(i) if in writing and delivered in person or by courier, on the date it is delivered;
(ii) if sent by facsimile transmission, on the date it is received by the recipient in legible form;
(iii) if sent by certified or registered mail or equivalent (return receipt requested), on the date it is delivered or its delivery is attempted;
(iv) if sent by e-mail, on the date it is delivered,
unless the date of that delivery (or attempted delivery) or that receipt, as applicable, is a non-working day with respect to the receiving Party, in which case that communication shall be deemed given and effective on the first day that is a working day with respect to the receiving Party.
14.2. Change of Details
Either Party may, by written notice in English or Bulgarian to the other Party, change the address, facsimile number or e-mail details at which notices or other communications are to be sent.
15. CHOICE OF LAW AND DISPUTE RESOLUTION
15.1. This Agreement shall be governed by, construed and take effect in accordance with the applicable Bulgarian legislation.
15.2. In case an agreement has not been reached through negotiations between the Parties, the dispute may be referred to the BCCI Arbitration Court in Sofia.
16. FINAL PROVISIONS
This Agreement is concluded in Bulgarian and/or in English language.
